Where and When

Rehoboth Beach, Delaware. October 7t
through October 10" (Thursday thru
Sunday). The die-hards will show up on
Thursday, but we expect many to show
up on Friday....maybe even Saturday,
but they’ll be missing out.

Of course, there are plenty of other places to stay, and that’s up to you, but the action will be at
the Sands.

Cape May-Lewes Ferry (http://www.capemaylewesferry.com). Maybe Saturday, maybe
Friday. This ferry (actually there’s several) runs from Lewes (next to Rehoboth) every day and
frequently. It's a 1.5 hr trip to Cape May
across the opening of Chesapeake Bay. I'd
figure leave at 9:15am, arrive Cape May at
10:40, shuttle into historic Cape May, have
lunch and drinks and get the 2:30 ferry back.
Cost including shuttle would be around $22
each. There’s lots of options here. You can
take a bike on board or even your car, if
you’re inclined to go wherever — Atlantic
City, for example. There’s food and a bar on
board for those inclined. Sometimes even live music.

Biking in RB. The thought is to get a group and rent bikes for a
whole day or % day, cruise some of the trails, cruise the RB
boardwalk. They’ll rent anything from tricycles to road biked to
mountain bikes, hybrids and even surreys for very inexpensive
prices and throw in a pack, helmet, bike lock. Very inexpensive
pricing.
